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Introduction To The Text

Paul Welk

It’s been said, “Hymnals are theology textbooks for Common People.” The same is true of the Psalms.
They summarize the divine theology of the Bible, which is not the product of men. But there is the
problem: Men transmitted/translated the Psalms for thousands of years. As part of the Bible, by 200
B.C., the Psalms were the first ever bi-lingual hymn book, available in Hebrew and Greek

The problem is worse: The 70 (LXX, Septuagint) translators were the fathers of the perverted
Pharisees and Sadducees, whose theology prevented them from recognizing the Eternal God, their
Divine Savior. They crucified Him, whose mission was predefined in the messianic Psalms. The
pharisaic LXX legalism left its mark on modern theologies of men also; for the LXX set the stage for the
Latin Vulgate, Luther, the KJV and others. The Eternal God Bible turns back the clock, by removing the
influence of the LXX, Latin Vulgate, by presenting a grammatical translation of the original Hebrew of
the Masoretic historical documents, called the Westminster/Leningrad Codex.

Every human translation of divine revelation, even EGB, is imperfect and should be improved.
Examples of how EGB mitigates erroneous traditional presentqations:

. Square [parentheses] identify auxiliary notes.

2. Regular (parentheses) identify parallel optional
alternate translations, or paraphrasing.

. Marginal color-coded abbreviations N, F, and I
serve as references to suggested RESEARCH as
on https://backtoiam.wordpress.com/.

. N refers to corrections of Biblical names, such
as Eternal God, God of Strength, God of the
Field, Ruler of All, which traditionally were
respectively rendered as LORD, Zebaoth, LORD
of Host and LORD Almighty.

. F refers to most crucial deviations, where
ancient and recent translators replaced
grammatical Future Imperfect Indicatives with
grammatical Imperatives or Subjunctives which
changed invitations to believe Statements of
Faith into legalism and its evils.

. I refers to a multiplicity of Biblical grammatical
details, which traditional translators failed to
take into consideration. E.G., “Dii7x=Gody)"
may be more than a Royal Plural; it may refer
to the trinitarian multiplicity concept, the one
and only Eternal God, who is both three, yet
one; if so, the Plural noun God, is followed by
Singular verbs; but heathen gods have Plural
verbs. Also, contexts identify D178 Godyy as a
descriptive Adjective, which defines divine
objects or personalities.

Many EGB corrections are not tagged by NFI. E.g.:
A. Similar to ‘holy” and ‘sinful,” Hebrew verbs have

only two Tenses: Perfect and Imperfect. Perfect
is always perfect; it could be Past and or Present
Tense. Imperfect is always imperfect; it could be
Past, Future, or Present), ongoing.

. So EGB translates Imperfect verbs accordingly,

not as Imperatives as traditional translators do
who alter Statements of Faith to demands, law.

. As per Hebrew Piel verbs, EGB makes proper

superlative statements. E.g Psalm 115:12 ‘He
will certainly bless.” (cf. Numbers 6: 24, versus
Subjunctive: ‘May God bless you.” Maybe He won’t.). But
Biblical Hebrew has no Subjunctives.

. As per Hebrew Hiphil and context, EGB may

emphasize the cause of a certain action/event.

. Introducing the new word “Yu.” (2nd Person Singular)

Primary Objective of EGB Translation

Not as Islam, Mormonism and others, who replace
the Bible with their ‘Superlative Revelations,’ but,
in spite of subjective traditionally corrupted,
interpretation, restore grammatically and factually

The name, honor and word of The Eternal God.
Swap legalism with the Eternal Gospel promise:

“YU WILL BE HOLY,”
By virtue of the Divine Savior’s blood.
