It’s been said, “Hymnals are theology textbooks for Common People.” The same is true of
the Book of Psalms. The Psalms summarize the divine theology of the Bible.

Every
prediction in the Psalms became reality in our Divine Savior, our problem solver for every
consequence of sin, above all death. The Book of Psalms helps us to explore and develop
our relationship with Je-Sus, the Divine Savior. Above all, reading the Psalms creates faith.
Therefore, the Psalms are a MUST READ for newcomers and old-timers.

An Audio Format allows you to listen while doing chores around the house, driving, or
sitting in an easy chair. So whether you hear or read personal pronouns, like |, you, he, me,
my, let God speak to you, and listen with more than your ears. Listen with your heart for
the Eternal God speaks to you personally.
